Since our first conference in 1994, God has led us down many paths to arrive where we are today. CELEBRATE Together is a new season for us and as it continues to unfold we’d love for you to join the journey. 
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"I understand ‘The gift of God which is in us is’ to be our faith - given to us by God through Christ, in the person of the Holy Spirit. Children are the subject here because we are all sons and daughters of God. It is also a reminder that [...] Jesus calls us to be like children; simple and trusting. The sequence goes from the laying on of hands through [nurturing] to the ‘sending forth’. St Paul is calling us to use what God has given us. The runway is marked 36 C. In airport lingo this means this runway is the central one (C) and the destination of planes that use it is directly north (360 degrees) - an allusion to Christ at the centre and north being the true north, the place of God’s will."
